Energy Actions 

• Adopted a Unified Solar Permit process 

• Code Enforcement Officer took Energy Code Enforcement Training 

• All Town streetlights were converted to LED lights 

• Established the Benchmarking process for Town Building 

• Successfully completed two Community Campaigns:  

o Clean Heating and Cooling Campaign 

o Community Solar Campaign 

• Accomplished a 10% reduction in energy usage by signing up with the Solar Energy 

Company, Ampion.

• Established a policy for recycle bins in all Town Buildings  

• Established a Recycling and Composting Center  

• Started a Reuse program (Free Swap Meet) in conjunction with Dumpster Day
